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Recycling Presentations at BES 

How to Rid Yourself of Stuff While Helping Others Less Fortunate 

On November 15, 2007 Jennifer Wanisko of the Hunterdon County 
Department of Parks and Recreation presented three assemblies on 
recycling to the students of Bloomsbury Elementary School.  The pro-
gram was both interactive, and PowerPoint driven; and the presenta-
tion was adjusted for all grade levels, pre-K through 8th grades. 
It was easy to see that the students were awed by the statistics re-
lated to recycling vs. discarding of our planet’s waste.  Among the 
‘WOW’ factors was the amount of aluminum discarded in a 3 month 
period…enough to completely rebuild all the commercial airplanes in 
use today! 
A group ‘yuk’ response was elicited when the students were shown a 
typical landfill!  But they were genuinely pleased to learn that be-
cause of recycling efforts, there are 79% fewer landfill sites today then there were over 15 years ago. 
The issue of composting drew an excited ripple through the group of 3rd/4th/and 5th graders.  They have ‘hands on’ experi-
ence with composting at BES. 
All in all, the program was well received.  And parents visiting the school for Education Week reported that their chil-
dren are still talking about it.  This program was sponsored by the Bloomsbury Environmental Commission.

Water usage has increased six-fold in the 20 to 21st century, at twice the rate of popula-
tion growth. A hundred years ago Americans used as little as 7 gallons of water per day 
but today with easy access, usage has skyrocketed to more than 145 gallons of water 
daily!  While people in most parts of Africa and Asia walk for hours to collect their wa-
ter ration which they then carry back to their homes, we in America may simply turn on 
a shower or faucet and have water cascading into our sinks and bathtubs. As Mayor 
Peck has pointed out we here in Bloomsbury are using many many gallons of water. As 
we all become more environmentally aware we should  acknowledge our individual part 
in the superfluous use of so much water.  Of course reducing the amount of water we 
use  will also reduce our water bills - a good thing for us all!   With this in mind here are 
some water conservation tips that we hope can be easily implemented. 

Why Should the Residents of Bloomsbury Conserve Water?

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Toilets use 27 percent of the water use in our homes.  Older toilets had no restrictions on the amount of water they 
used per ‘flush’.  The newer toilets on sale are lower volume (1.6 gal.) units.  Also, become aware of flushing the 
toilet unnecessarily for the disposal of  items that could easily be disposed of in the garbage e.g. tissues, bugs. 

Install a simple and inexpensive device called an Aerator on your faucets.  These screw into your existing faucet, 
cost between $3 - $10 each and reduce the flow of water at the source.  Available in Home Depot.   

Outside use a narrow hose rather than a wide one.  This reduces the amount of water flow which sometimes gushes 
out wastefully.  Adding a good nozzle to your hose which allows for strong flow of water when necessary or 
weak flow when required will also help conserve and save.   

Teach the children in your house to turn off faucets while brushing their teeth and turn faucet off while not directly 
needed in shower time.  This would be while applying soap or shampoo.   Grown-ups shaving should turn off 
faucet while shaving.  Over a year, this alone could save hundreds of gallons of water which  translates into 
your dollars saved. 

Did you know most car washes re-cycle their water?  So rather than being a 
water wasteful action having your car washed in a commercial ‘car wash’ 
actually conserves water.  If you do choose to wash it yourself please try 
to wash it over a grassy lawn.  The soil underneath absorbs the chemicals 
from the soap and allows the water to slowly leach its way to the Muscon-
etcong.  Water laden with soap chemicals that just flows directly into the 
river carries the chemicals undiluted, with it.    

Cut a hole into a large plastic barrel and connect to the end of your house gut-
ter.  The rain draining from the gutter will collect into the barrel which 
can be then used for watering lawns, plants, pet drinking water, bird

As part of the Clean Communities grant secured by the Environmental Commission we will be conducting some 
cleaning of the storm drains along the streets in town.  This cleaning will remove debris that we would not want to 
have flushed into the Musconetcong River as well as open up some of the pipes that may be clogged.   
Please remember that the storm drains in the street are only for conveying stormwater after it rains.  NEVER 
dump any material in these drains.  This includes lawn clippings, leaves, pet waste, or other garbage.  These 
drains are piped directly to the river with no filtering or treatment. 

Spring Cleaning in the Storm Drains 
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Backyard Composting Pilot Program 

The Bloomsbury Environmental Com-
mission (BEC) is looking at ways to re-
duce the amount of tonnage to our mu-
nicipals solid waste collection.  One pro-
gram that has been used successfully in 
other communities is composting. Back-
yard composting is an attractive, simple 
method of managing organic wastes 
from both the kitchen and the garden. 
The rich, dark earthy material produced 
by backyard composting is an excellent 
soil conditioner when added to vegetable 
gardens, flower beds, window boxes and 
potted plants. 

To get started, all you need is a compost 
bin. The BEC has contacted Rainbow 
Environmental Products to help set up a 
pilot program that will offer residents 
backyard compost bins at a low cost. If 
the BEC is successful in signing up at 
least 25 committed residents we will be 
able to purchase these containers at a 
reduced cost of $40.00 each.

Santa Claus came early for lovers of the Musconetcong River. On December 22, 2006, 
the President signed into law bill S. 1096, the "Musconetcong Wild and Scenic Rivers 
Act," which designates portions of the Musconetcong River as a component of the     
National Wild and Scenic Rivers System.   

The bill passed the Senate in December of 2005 and passed the House in July of 2006. 
The final step, passage of the Senate bill by the House to ensure that identical legisla-
tion is recorded in both houses, occurred at 2:00 a.m. on Saturday December 9, just 
hours before the end of the 109th Congress. The signing of S 1096 makes two separate 
segments of the Musconetcong River, a total of 24.2 miles, a part of the National Wild 
and Scenic River System.  One of these segments includes all of Bloomsbury Borough. 

With this designation items identified in the River Management Plan will be eligible for funding from 
the National Park Service.  This means more resources to protect our river resources.  If you would like 
to learn more about the Wild and Scenic designation for the river please visit the Musconetcong        
Watershed Association website at www.musconetcong.org.

REMEMBER TO RECYCLE 

We’ve all heard about how switching you regular light fixtures to Compact Florescent bulbs 
(CFL) can save you money and help the environment, but how many of us in town have truly 
embraced this and made the switch in our homes?  If you haven’t tried CFLs in your house 
yet, here’s some information that will help you make the right choice and give them a try.  
• ENERGY STAR qualified bulbs use about 75 percent less energy than standard in-

candescent bulbs and last up to 10 times longer.  
• Save about $30 or more in electricity costs over each bulb's lifetime.  
• Produce about 75 percent less heat, so they're safer to operate and can cut energy 

costs associated with home cooling.  
• Are available in different sizes and shapes (including 3-way bulbs) to fit in almost any 

fixture, for indoors and outdoors.  
• The bulbs come on quickly; their light is bright, white, steady, and 

silent (unlike the CFLs from the early 1990s) 
This type of energy savings means that if every one of 110 million 
American households bought just one CFL bulb, took it home, and 
screwed it in the place of an ordinary 60-watt bulb, the energy saved 
would be enough to power a city of 1.5 million people. One bulb 
swapped out, enough electricity saved to power all the homes in Dela-
ware and Rhode Island. In terms of oil not burned, or greenhouse 
gases not exhausted into the atmosphere, one bulb is equivalent to tak-
ing 1.3 million cars off the roads. 
The single greatest source of greenhouse gases in the United States is 
power plants--half our electricity comes from coal plants. One bulb 
swapped out: enough electricity saved to turn off two entire power 
plants--or skip building the next two. 
Just one bulb per home. The typical U.S. house has between 50 and 100 "sockets" (astonish 
yourself: Go count the bulbs in your house). So what if we all bought and installed two 
bulbs? Five? Fifteen? 
CFLs don't just work, they pay for themselves. They use so little power compared with old 
reliable bulbs, a $3 CFL pays for itself in lower electric bills in about five months. Screw one 
in, turn it on, and it's not just lighting your living room, it's dropping quarters in your 
pocket. The advantages pile up in a way to almost make one giddy. Compact fluorescents, 
even in heavy use, last 5, 7, 10 years. Years. Install one on your 30th birthday; it may be 
around to help illuminate your 40th.

REMEMBER TO RECYCLE 

Despite recycling efforts here in Bloomsbury, plastic bottles take up so much 
‘holding’ space that many of us end up putting them in our regular garbage in order 
to avoid the clutter.  Some families use bottles for sports events, for school and for 
everyday gulping. Our suggestion is that, rather than grabbing a new plastic water 
bottle each time we need water, instead each family purchase re-fillable bottles.  
These bottles are durable, easily washable and inexpensive.  The sports section of 
the stores close to Bloomsbury (e.g. Target) sell a variety of these bottles. One par-
ticular brand is “Nalgene Outdoor”. These bottles sell for less than $10 and the com-
pany currently is running a “Refill not Landfill” cam-
paign to reduce disposable water bottle waste.   They 
also sell airline approved travel kits, Grip-n-Gulp for the 
babies and feature some cool colors for the older kids. 
Look up www.refillnotlandfill.org. 
If your house does not have a water filter attached to the 
main pipes consider buying a Brita jug which is an inex-
pensive method of filtering your water.  Again, these 
jugs can be purchased locally; they are convenient and 
durable. 
Although packs of plastic water bottles are convenient 
this convenience is fast becoming outweighed by the 
negative effect on our immediate environment here in 
New Jersey and elsewhere. Some home truths about 
plastic bottled water are: 
~  80% of plastic water bottles used in the U.S. become garbage FOR EVER they do 
not get recycled. 
  ~ 1.5 million barrels of oil annually is used in making plastic bottles…
ANNUALLY.  That’s enough to fuel 100,000 cars. In fact it costs more money to 
drink bottled water than to put gas in your car! 
~  In contrast to tap water, which is distributed through an energy efficient infra-
structure, transporting bottled water long distances involves burning massive 
quantities of fossil fuels.  Nearly all bottled water travels vast distances to reach its 
destination.

5th Annual MWA Wine Tasting Event

By cleaning the underground network of pipes, storm water is able to flow freely to 
the river.  We are hoping that this will alleviate some of the flooding that has been 
occurring on Main Street and North Street. Residents can help us maintain clean 
and clear storm drains by not dumping any material into the storm drains, includ-
ing grass clippings and all other yard refuse. 

Why is Stormwater a problem? 
Stormwater can pick up debris, chemicals, dirt, and other pollutants and flow into a 

storm sewer system or directly to a lake, stream, river, wetland, or coastal water. 
Anything that enters a storm sewer system is discharged untreated into the water-

bodies we use for swimming, fishing, and providing drinking water. 
Residents should be aware that the Borough has an ordinance on file that prohibits 
disposal of any refuse, rubbish, waste and debris into any Borough storm drain. 
Any person who violates or neglects to comply is subject to a fine, such fine shall be 
no less than $250.00. 
This project was funded by Clean Communities from the Clean Communities Coun-
cil of New Jersey. With future funding we are hoping to clean more drains in town.
